• No swimming without lifeguard on duty  

• Instructions from lifeguard must be followed 

• Children under 10 and non-swimmers must be accompanied by an 

adult 

• Only one person on the diving board (including ladder) at a time 

• Diving board users must be able to swim to the edge of the pool un-

assisted 

• No diving in the shallow end of the pool 

• No running on deck or horseplay in the pool 

• No foul language 

• No glass containers in the pool area 

• No food or drinks in the pool 

• No smoking on pool deck 

• No animals in the pool area 

• Spitting, spouting water, blowing the nose, or discharging bodily 

wastes in the pool is strictly prohibited 

• Any person having an infectious or communicable disease is prohib-

ited from using the pool 

• Persons having open blisters, cuts, etc. are advised not to use the 

pool 
Management reserves the right to refuse admittance to, or eject from the 
pool premises, any persons failing to comply with any of the above 
health and safety regulations. 

— WADING POOL — 

• Use of the wading pool is restricted to children five years of age and 

under. 

• Each child must be supervised at poolside by a responsible person 
at least 14 years old 

• Children MUST NOT be left unattended
